Joint Statement by Hamkorbank and the Group in Mediation Human Rights Defenders
July 8, 2020

As a result of the voluntary dispute settlement process on the Complaint (dated June 2016) with the
assistance of the CAO, the parties (Hamkorbank and the Group in Mediation) jointly developed a
grievance mechanism on the facts of possible detection of forced labor in Hamkorbank's activities. The
Group in Mediation monitored the occurrence of forced labor among Hamkorbank employees (direct
involvement, as well as indirect participation in maintaining the forced labor system) from October 21 to
December 20, 2019; the grievance mechanism was successfully tested in the monitoring process.

The parties state that the monitoring did not reveal any cases of direct coercion or indirect participation
of Hamkorbank employees in forced labor in the 2019 cotton harvest in the regions that were checked.

The Group in Mediation declares that they are satisfied with the results of the above monitoring and
believe that the claims against Hamkorbank indicated in the Complaint are resolved.
